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another details the 
scandalous story of 
a petty thief named 
Betty Smith.

While living in Boston, Anna 
attended services at Old South 
Meeting House, where her 
parents had been married in 
1759 and where her paternal 
grandfather, her father and 
aunt had been baptized. Anna 
had many relatives in Boston 
and frequented their homes for 
tea and socializing. As Alice 
Morse Earle points out, “Anna 
and her kinsfolk were of the 
congregation of Old South … 
and this diary is in effect a 
record of the life of Old South 
church attendants.”

Anna’s diary reflects her 
young age. She recalls a 
neighbor’s fashionable hat in as 
much detail as she transcribes 
the words of her ministers at 
Old South Meeting House. She 
worried about her appearance, 
and that her clothing did not 
fit in. In November of 1771, 
she wrote to complain that she 
could not wear an old black 
hat saying, “Dear mamma, you 
don’t know the fashion here –

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“Aunt says I can write pretily”:  
A Young Life in Letters 

In 1770, ten-year-old Anna 
Green Winslow left her 
parents’ home in Nova Scotia 

to travel to Boston. The oldest 
child and only daughter in a 
family of three children, she was 
sent to Boston to learn the skills 
expected of a well-to-do young 
lady of the time, such as writing, 
needlework and dancing. While 
there, she lived with her Aunt 
Sarah and Uncle John Deming, 
who had no children and took in 
girls to board while they attended 
writing and dancing school in 
Boston. While Anna lived with 
her Aunt there were often other 
girls living there too, including 
her cousin Sally.

Sometimes frank and sometimes 
frivolous, the diary of pre-teen 
Anna Green Winslow offers a rare 
glimpse into the life of a colonial 
child. Her diary describes daily 
life in bustling colonial Boston, 
from schooling to social calls, 
chores to church services. She 
shares weather, family updates 
and local news, commenting on 
the lectures and sermons she 
attended at Old South Meeting 
House, the health of her family 
members, and newsworthy 
gossip from town. One long entry 
describes her uncle’s broken leg; 

WHAT WAS LIFE LIKE IN BOSTON FOR CHILDREN 
in the tumultuous years leading to the American 
Revolution? Young Anna Green Winslow gives us a 
glimpse through a diary recording her daily life in 
Boston from November 1771 to March 1773, when 
she lived here with her Aunt and Uncle. Her diary 
is in the form of letters sent to her parents back in 
Nova Scotia. Today, the location of the original 
diary is unknown but we still can read her words 
thanks to turn of the century historian Alice Morse 
Earle, who edited and published it as the “Diary of a 
Boston School Girl” in 1894. 
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Director’s Note
In December South African President Nelson Mandela passed away

In our most popular program, 
Tea is Brewing™, students take on the roles of loyalists and patriots 
and actually debate the issues surrounding the tea in the very same 

place where these meetings were held in 1773. By grappling directly with how 
to resolve the crisis about tea in Boston, students gain a vivid and nuanced 
understanding of the complex issues involved. Come visit this spring and you 
may hear cries of “Huzzah” and “Fie” fill the historic hall, as students strongly 
agree — or disagree — with another speaker. Their enthusiasm and involvement 
with the issues of 1773 will impress you!

The education programs at Old South Meeting House help build an 
understanding of the importance of civic participation and the difference that 
each individual can make. Nelson Mandela said that “Education is the most 
powerful weapon which you can use to change the world”. We hope that for 
many students, participating in these programs will prove to be part of changing 
our world for better.

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I beg to look like other folk.” 
By January, she had purchased 
new clothing and wrote, “…
for the first time, they all liked 
my dress very much.” Like 
other young teens, sometimes 
she got the giggles: “My aunt 
also says, that till I come out of 
an egregious fit of laughterre 
that is apt to sieze me & the 
violence of which I am at this 
present under, neither English 
sense, nor anything rational 
may be expected of me.”

Anna was very interested in 
religion and often wrote about 
the sermons she heard at the 
Meeting House, though her 
aunt urged her not to “attempt 
a repetition of perticulars, that

she finds lie (as may easily be 
concluded) somewhat confused 
in my young mind.” Old South 
Meeting House clergy so 
frequently appear in the diary 
that her Aunt shared portions 
with one of the ministers, John 
Hunt. A bit embarrassed, Anna 
wrote, “He [Mr.Hunt] laugh’d 
and call’d me Newsmonger, & 
said I was a daily advertiser.” 
Later, she was redeemed when 
Mr. Hunt told her “that he did 
not doubt but my journals 
afforded much entertainment 
& would be a future benefit.” 

Another occupant of the house 
was Lucinda, a young woman 
who had been born in Africa, 
kidnapped as a child and 

sold as a slave to to Anna’s 
Aunt Deming at the young 
age of seven. Anna mentions 
Lucinda several times in her 
diary; when Anna had eight of 
her friends over for “country 
dancing” Lucinda played the 
flute and as part of her sewing 
work Anna “footed a pair of 
stockings for Lucinda”. While 
Anna Green Winslow attended 
the Old South Meeting House, 
numerous slaves and free 
Africans also worshipped 
there. Many were full members, 
such as Phillis Wheatley, who 
had become a member in 1771 
and went on to gain fame with 
the 1773 publication of her book 
of poetry.

Anna lived in Boston during 
the tumultuous years before 
the American Revolution. Like 
other children of the time, 

she witnessed whippings 
and hangings, military drills 
on the Boston Common, and 
the escalation of violence in 
town. On March 5, 1772 when 
the second anniversary of the 
Boston Massacre was marked 
throughout the town, poor 
Anna was home sick with a 
cold. Doctor Joseph Warren 
delivered a stirring oration to 
commemorate the event at her 
own Old South Meeting House, 
articulating the growing 
rift with British rule: “I am 
very much at loss to know by 
what figure of rhetoric, the 
inhabitants of this province 
can be called FREE SUBJECTS, 
when they are obliged to obey 
implicitly such laws as are 
made for them by men three 
thousand miles off, whom 
they know not, and whom 
they never have empowered

to act for them.” The Boston 
Massacre Oration was attended 
by thousands and reprinted 
as a pamphlet throughout the 
colonies. Anna wrote, “I had an 
account of yesterday’s publick 
performances, & exhibitions, 
but aunt says I need not write 
about ‘em because, no doubt 
there will be printed accounts. I 
should have been glad if I could 
have seen & heard for myselfe.” 

Although Anna’s father was a 
loyalist, Anna appears to have 
been caught up in the more 
radical sentiments of Boston 
and called herself “a daughter of 
liberty.” She strived to wear as 
much locally made wool and 
cloth as possible rather than 
purchasing British-made goods. 

The last entry in Anna’s diary 
was made in May 1773; soon 

after she went to live with 
her parents in Marshfield, 
Massachusetts. Little is 
known of her life after she 
left Boston, though she was 
often sick. Just six years later, 
at the young age of nineteen, 
Anna Green Winslow died. 
There is no church record of 
her death and no headstone 
to mark her grave. But, as 
Alice Morse Earle writes 
in her introduction to the 
published diary: 

To us she is not dead, but lives 
and speaks…fated never t o grow 
old or feeble or dull or sad, but 
to live forever and laugh in the 
glamour of eternal happy youth 
through the few pages of her time-
stained diary. •

is available in the museum shop.
